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1. GENERAL REGULATIONSAND SAILING
INSTRUCTIONSAPPLICABLE TOALL RACES

1.2.10 Section 8.4 dters RRS 33.

RULESAND RESPONSIBILITY

TheBELL LAWRIE SCOTTISH SERIES2003 (“the
Series”) will be governed by the Racing Rules of
Sailing 2001-2004 (RRS), the prescriptions of the
R.Y.A,L.RC.,C.Y.CAA. Handicap Rule, RORC/RYA
Sportboat Rule, class rules of any class for whom a
separate start isgiven, | SAF Special Regulations, the
Notice of Race (all except as modified by these Sail-
ing Instructions) and these Sailing Instructions.

The safety of aboat and her entire management in-
cluding insurance shall be the sole responsibility of
the owner/person in charge who must ensure that the
boat and her crew are adequate to face the condi-
tions that may arise in the course of the Series. Nei-
ther these Sailing Instructions nor any inspection of
the boat limits or reduces the absol ute responsibility
of the owner/person in charge for the crew, the boat
and her management. The Series organisers shall not
be responsible for any loss, damage, death or per-
sonal injury howsoever caused to the owner/person
in charge or crew, as aresult of their taking part in
the Series. Moreover, every owner/person in charge
warrants the suitability of the boat for the Series.

ALTERATIONSTO THE RULES

The following sections of these Sailing Instructions
alter provisions of the RRS:

Section 1.7 (recalls) alters RRS 30.3 and 62.1.

Sections 1.8 (late starting) and 1.14 (use of engine)
ater RRS 42.

Section 1.10 replaces the rules of RRS Part 2 with
the corresponding parts of the International Regula-
tionsfor Preventing Collisionsat Seafor racing dur-
ing the hours of darkness.

Section 1.15 (time limits) alters RRS 35.

Sections 2.2 and 2.3 (scoring) amend RRS Appen-
dix A.

Section 3.1 and 4.1 (Starting Times - Offshore Races)
alter RRS 26.

Section 1.9.2 alters RRS 62.1.

Section 1.11.3 and the instructions for each race al-
ter RRS 32.2 and Race Signals.

Section 1.12.5 altersRRS 61.3.
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ALTERATIONSTO NOTICE OF
RACE

Altering NOR section 10.1, the 1720 class shall com-
ply with class rules on sail numbers.

Sections 1.4.1 (classes), and 1.17 (minimum equip-
ment) also alter the Notice of Race.

Each yacht shall register with the Race Committee
at Tarbert on Friday 23rd May 2003. Registration
will take place only between 09.00 and 19.00 at the

Race Office except that yachts which finish the off-

shore race after 16.00 may register between 08.00

and 09.30 on Saturday 24th May. On registration,

each yacht shall lodge with the Race Committee:

* acopy of itsrating, handicap or one design cer-
tificate (unless a copy has previously been sub-
mitted)

» acompleted crew list giving thenames of all those
sailing on the yacht during the Series

» acontact address and telephone number for the
duration of the Series

Crew list forms for completion will be sent to en-

trantswith the List of Entries and further copieswill

be available at registration. Any yacht which does
not register with the Race Committee asrequired by
this section will not be accepted as an entry and its
resultin the offshorerace (if any) will be disregarded.

Competitorsshall collect their " Skippers Packs' from
the Race Office after registration and before 19.00
on Saturday 24th May.

ALTERATIONSTO SAILING
INSTRUCTIONS

A List of Entrieswill be sent to each entrant during
the week before the start of the seriesand will incor-
porate any alterationsto the Sailing I nstructions made
up to the time of printing. Flag L will not be dis-
played to draw attention to these aterations and it
will be the responsibility of competitors to acquaint
themselves with them.

If it is necessary to make further aterations to the
Sailing Instructions, Flag L will be displayed at the
Race Office with a numeral pennant indicating the
number of the alteration and particulars of the al-
terations. The Race Offices are situated at Kip Ma-
rina and Roya Ulster Yacht Club (offshore races
only) and at Harbour Street, Tarbert (all other races).
If the further alterations affect the feeder race from
Gourock, Flag L will also be displayed at Royal
Gourock Yacht Club and details of the aterations
will normally be announced on VHF Channel M at
1815, 1845 and 1915 and will normally also beavail-
ablefor collection at theidentification gate (see Sec-
tion 3.2).

RECALLS

The Race Committee may announce sail numbers of
premature starters on VHF. Channel M will be used
for al starts at Gourock and Bangor and al Henri-
Lloyd Fleet starts at Tarbert. Channel 72 (156.625
MHz) will be used for all Tunnocks Fleet starts at
Tarbert. Channel 69 will beused for al Talisker Fleet
starts at Tarbert. Altering RRS 62.1, failure to dis-
play or announce sail numbers will not be grounds
for redress. Altering RRS 30.3, sail numberswill not
be displayed.

Altering RRS 29.3, after a general recall the First
Substitute will be lowered one minute before the
starting signal for the next scheduled class. No sound
signal will be given. The normal starting sequence
will not beinterrupted by ageneral recall. Thewarn-
ing signa for the class which has had a general re-
cal will be five minutes before its starting signal
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and will normally be displayed at the starting signal
of the last class to start correctly. If more than one
classissubject toageneral recall, the second of these
classes will start five minutes after the first and so
on. If aclass subject to ageneral recall isthe last or
only class to start, the next signal will be the new
warning signal whichwill normally bedisplayedfive
minutes after the original starting time.

LATE STARTING

Altering RRS 42 ayacht arriving late in the vicinity
of the starting line may remain under power or tow
after her preparatory signal and until (but not after)
she starts provided that, after stopping her engine or
casting off her tow, shecarriesout two full 360° turns
(720°) in the same direction including two tacks and
two gybes on the pre-start side of the starting line or
its extensions. Such a yacht shall keep clear of all
other yachts until she has completed her turns and
has started. No yacht shall start her engine or accept
atow after her preparatory signal.

COMMITTEE VESSELSAND
PROHIBITED AREAS

Committee Vesselswill display CCC flags of acol-
our corresponding to the course which they are op-
erating (See Section 6.1).

Committee Vessels may not be at anchor and may
require to manoeuvre without warning. Committee
Vessels are restricted in their ability to manoeuvre
and will normally display the signals prescribed by
IRPCS 27(b). YACHTS SHALL NOT APPROACH
WITHIN 20 METRES OF ANY COMMITTEE
VESSEL. Altering RRS 62.1, this sub-section shall
not be subject to request for redress or protest by
competitors.

Yachts shall not pass between any of thethree groups
of islands north of Portavadie (Eilean Buidhe, Eilean
A'Bhuic and Eilean Buidhe) and the east shore of
Loch Fyne.

Yachts shall not pass within 100 metres of any ferry
terminal and shall keep clear of the Tarbert -
Portavadie ferry.

SAILING DURING THE HOURS OF
DARKNESS

Between the hours of sunset and sunrise as specified
in the sailing instructions for each race, the Rules
contained in RRS Part 2 will ceaseto governtherace
which will be continued under the corresponding
parts of the International Regulationsfor Preventing
Collisions at Sea. An infringement of the IRPCS
during the hours of darkness will be considered as
an infringement of RRS Part 2.

FINISHING AND RETIRALS

1.11.1 Yachtsshall check and record their own time asthey

cross the Finishing Line in case they may not have
been seen due to darkness, severe weather or pres-
sure of yachts. When possible, the names of yachts
finishing immediately ahead and astern should be
noted.

1.11.2 Yachts retiring from or not competing in any race

shall advise the Race Office at Tarbert as soon as
possible. For the Feeder Races see also Sections 3.9,
4.7and 5.7.

1.11.3 Altering RRS 32 and Race Signals, the Race Com-
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mittee may shorten the course of any race for any
reason.

PROTESTSAND RULE
INFRINGEMENTS

1.12.1 Yachts displaying protest flags shall draw the atten-

tion of the Race Officials at the Finishing Line to
this display and shall attempt to advise them of the
sail number(s) of the yacht(s) concerned. Protests
shall be delivered to the Race Office within two hours
after the protesting yacht finished the race concerned.
For classes which have sailed two or more racesin
the same day, thetime limit for lodging protests will
be two hours after the protesting yacht finishes the
last race. The time and place of any protest hearings
will be posted at the Race Office after acceptance of
protests. It isthe duty of ayacht to find out whether
there is a protest against her and to collect her wit-
nesses when appropriate. RRS 63.3 allows the Pro-
test Committee to hear a protest in the absence of a
party and the Protest Committee will proceed to hear
aprotest 30 minutes after its scheduled timewhether
or not the parties are present. No request under RRS
66 to reopen a hearing may be made after 15.00 on
Tuesday 27th May.

1.12.2 The scoring penalty RRS 44.3 will apply in the

feeder races only for infringement of arule of RRS
Part 2. The penalty will be three places.

1.12.3 The 720° turns penalty RRS 44.2 will apply in all

races except the feeder races for infringements of a
rule of RRS Part 2.

1.12.4 Indll races, for infringement of Rules other than those

of RRS Part 2, whether acknowledged by the yacht
or found at ahearing after a protest by another yacht
or the Race Committee, a scoring penalty as de-
scribed in RRS 44.3 will apply. The pendty will be
20% of the number of boats entered except that the
Protest Committee may disqualify ayacht for a seri-
ous infringement of the Rules. There will be no al-
ternative pendty for infringement of RRS 28 and
29.

1.12.5 Special Regulations inspections may be carried out
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at any time. The Race Committee may protest aboat,
or for aminor infringement may give awarning and
allow reasonable time for a boat to make amends
before racing. The Protest Time Limit shall not ap-
ply to Specia Regulations protests lodged by the
Race Committee provided that aprotest islodged as
soon as is reasonable in the circumstances (changes
RRS61.3 and S.I. 1.12.1 above).

The Protest Committee may disquaify a boat, or
apply a20% scoring penalty for an infringement of
special Regulations.

DECLARATIONS

The Race Committee may require al or any com-
petitorsto sign adeclaration beforeawarding aprize
or points. Noticeof thisrequirement will be displayed
at the Race office within 48 hours of thefinish of the
race and will normally also beintimated to the com-
petitor or competitors concerned.

USE OF ENGINE

1.14.1 In emergency (alters RRS 42.1 and 42.3(d)) an en-

gine shall be used when appropriate to avoid colli-

sionor in grave emergency. Full detailsshall begiven
to the Independent Protest Committee who, after a
hearing, may impose a penalty or, when it judges
significant advantage was gained, disqualify the
yacht.

1.14.2 If the Race Committee observes ayacht obstructing

the passage of a power driven vessel in a narrow
channel, it may proceed against theyacht under RRS
60.2.

1.14.3 Anengine may beused for charging batteries, pump-
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ing or supplying power for weighing anchor or haul-
ing off but in al such cases the part of the shaft be-
tween the gearbox and the stern tube shall be held
stationary.

TIMELIMITS

1.15.1 Altering RRS 35, there will be afixed time limitin

each race. If any yacht in aclass has finished by the
fixed timelimit, racing will be extended for all other
yachts in that class. The fixed time limit and the
length of the extension for each race are set out be-
low. If any yachts are considered by the Race Of-
ficer still to be racing at the fixed time limit, two
guns will be fired and the class flags of each class
eligible to continue racing will be hoisted. If any
yachts are considered still to be racing at the end of
the extension, two further guns will be fired and all
signaswill belowered. Any yachts which have not
then finished will be scored DNF.

1.15.2 Feeder Races: fixed timelimit—17.00 on Friday 23rd

May; extension —1 hour.

1.15.3 Inshore Race at Tarbert - fixed time limit - 16.00;

extension - 1 hour.

1.15.4 Other races at Tarbert: fixed time limit — 4 hours af -

ter thelast starting signal in each race or 17.00 (14.30
on Tuesday), whichever isearlier; extension 30 min-
utes.

1.15.5 When no yacht in aclass finishes arace (other than
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a feeder race) by the fixed time limit, the race will
be abandoned and anoticewill be posted at the Race
Office stating the Race Committee's decision on a
re-sail, cancellation or otherwise. If, however, one
or moreyachtsin aclasshave completed one or more
rounds, the race will be deemed to have finished at
the end of the last round completed by one or more
yachts without regard to subsequent events. Yachts
will beregarded as completing each round on round-
ing Mark 1 except at the end of the first leg.

ANNOUNCEMENTSTO
COMPETITORSAT TARBERT

1.16.1 All official notices to competitors will be posted at

the Race Office. The times and venues of protest
hearings and other general information will normally
be given on VHF Channel M. Announcements will
be made before racing at 09.30 and any other neces-
sary times and after racing at 16.00, 16.30 and half-
hourly thereafter until 19.30. Half-hourly announce-
ments after racing will commence before 16.00 if
yachts have finished and will continue after 19.30 if
protest hearings are pending.

1.16.2 All VHF announcements are only an aid to competi-

tors and are supplementary to any flag signals and/
or official notices. Any yacht hearing an announce-
ment isrequested to convey it to any other yacht con-
cerned which does not have VHF or is not listening



out. Failureto make any announcement will not bea
ground for redress.

1.16.3 Committee vessels will not answer requests for in-
formation from individual yachts except on matters
of safety. RRS 41 may apply.

117 MINIMUM EQUIPMENT
REGULATIONS

1.17.1 Yachts in CYCA Classes 7-9 and the Sonata and
Sportboat Classes shall comply with Special Regu-
lations Category 5 as published in the CCC Year-
book 2003 or, in the case of Interntional H Boats
racing in Class 7, with their class rules.

1.17.2 Yachtsinthe Cork 1720, Hunter 707, and Sigma 33
Classes shall comply with their class rules.

1.17.3 Notwithstanding, 1.17.1and 1.17.2, yachtsin CY CA
Classes 7-9 and the Sigma 33 Class taking part in
the Feeder Race from Bangor shall comply with
1.17.4 for that race.

1.17.4 All other yachts shall comply with ISAF Special
Regulations Category 3. In addition yachtsshall carry
throughout the Series either a liferaft or liferafts
complying with SR 4.19 of sufficient capacity for
the number of crew carried in the offshorerace, or a
dinghy suitablefor use astheyacht’stender and able

safely to carry that number of crew. A combination
of liferaft(s) and dinghy(s) will be accepted.

1.17.5 No anchor shall be carried on deck projecting for-
ward of the bows.

1.17.6 Equipment regulations checkswill be carried out by
Safety Equipment Advisers from the RNLI on be-
half of the Race Committee.

118 CREW LIMITS

1.18.1 All one design classes for which a separate start is
given shall comply with the maximum crew num-
bersin their class rules (1720 Class - crew weight).

1.18.2 The maximum number of crew which may be car-
ried by each yacht in the |.R.C. Classes shall be the
maximum crew number printed ontheyacht's1.R.C.
Certificate PLUS 1. These variations apply also to
yachts rated as one designs racing in the I.R.C.
Classesbut not to onedesign yachtsracing in classes
for which a separate start is given where class rules
will apply. There will be no restriction on crew
changes between races. Children aged 14 and under
will not count towards the maximum number of crew.

1.18.3 Yachts shall comply with specia regulations (e.g.

lifejackets and harnesses) according to the actual
number of crew carried in each race.

2. POINTSSYSTEM AND PRIZES

2.1 DEFINITIONS

2.1.1 Theplace of ayachtin eachracewill be her placein
the order of finishingin her class corrected for handi-
caps and penalties (if appropriate).

2.1.2 Thenumber of entries will be the number of yachts
entered in a class who complete registration (see
Section 1.4).

2.1.3 No points will be awarded in a class unless at least
two yachts appear in the starting areain that class.

2.2 SCORING

2.2.1 The Serieswill be scored using the Low Points Sys-
tem in RRSAppendix A.

2.2.2 Altering RRS A7, points for race ties will not be
added and divided.

2.2.3 Eachyacht'stotal scorewill bethe sum of her scores
for all racesexcept that if five or moreracesare com-
pletedin aclass, for each yacht in that classtheworst
score of all raceswill be excluded.

2.2.4 Altering RRS A8 atie in the total score of two or
more yachts will be decided by their relative places
in the feeder race or, if the yachts concerned did not
enter for the same or any feeder race, thelast racein
which the tied boats raced and scored differently.
These scores shall be used even if some of them are
excluded scores.

2.3 FEEDERRACES

2.3.1 Pointsfor theracesfrom Gourock/Inverkip and Ban-
gorinthel.R.C. classeswill be awarded as described
above. Inthe C.Y.C.A. and Sigma 33 classes, points
for these two races will be modified as described in
232and2.3.3.

2.3.2 Altering RRSA4.1if there arelessthan 5 entriesin
aclass in either feeder race the points awarded in

that race will be in accordance with section 2.2.1
PLUSS.

2.3.3 Altering RRSA4.1 ayacht which doesnot scorefin-
ishing pointsin the race with the smaller number of
competing yachts will receive the same points as a
yacht of the same status in the other feeder race or
points in accordance with Section 2.3.2 whichever
ishigher.

24 RESULTS

Officia results will be displayed at the Race Office
as soon as possible after each race. Asan aid to com-
petitors, the resultsmay carry theletters PRO against
ayacht’sname if a protest has been intimated by or
against that yacht and MSG if there is amessage for
that yacht or any of its crew. Representatives of any
such yachts should call at the Race Office as soon as
possible.

25 PRIZES

25.1 Prizeswill bepresentedin each classtothefirst three
in each race and the first three overall, subject to
there being sufficient starters.

252 TheBELL LAWRIE SCOTTISH SERIESTROPHY
will beawarded to the yacht which, in the opinion of
the Race Committee and the representatives of the
sponsors, has given the best performance of all com-
petitorsin the Series.

2.5.3 The CRAWFORD McINNESTROPHY will be pre-
sented to the youth (under 25) helmsman or crew
which, in the opinion of the Race Committee and
the representatives of the sponsors, has given the best
performance of al eligible competitors in the Se-
ries. Competitors may indicate their eligibility for
the Youth Trophy when completing their crew list at
the Race Office at Tarbert.
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The TARBERT SHIELD will be presented to thefirst
yacht to finish the Feeder Races at Tarbert irrespec-
tive of class, course or starting point.

The SAIL SCOTLAND TROPHY will be awarded
to the yacht normally based outwith Scotland which
in the opinion of the Race Committee gives the best
performance of all yachts in the Series (other than

SHORTENED COURSE

course is shortened, which will rank as the finishing mark. An inflatable buoy may be moored on or near the finishing
line as a distance mark. No yacht shall pass between the distance mark and the Committee Vessel before or after
finishing.

FINISHING LINE

The Finishing Line will be aline between a caravan on the shore at the entrance to East Loch Tarbert, Loch Fyne, and
aracing mark approximately 400m offshore, the mark to be left to starboard. A Committee Vessel will normally be on
station on the extension of the Finishing Line.

RETIRALS

The person in charge of any yacht retiring from the Feeder Race shall advise the Race Officials at the finish by
telephone to the Race Office on Tarbert (01880) 820020. Alternatively yachts may use V.H.F.Channel 16 to cal the
Race Officials at Tarbert (call sign “Cruising Base”). Asthisisimportant for safety reasons, the Race Committee may
protest against any yacht which fails to comply with this requirement.
